You have recently received instructions on how to use various reference materials found in the library as well as Internet searching strategies.  These tools will be of use to you for collecting information.  We will be continuing practicing our note taking strategies in class.  You will be putting the various facts that you find together to create a report of information.

You will be writing up the information that you have collected on ancient China. The topics listed (on the instruction page) are a blending of elements from the California State Standards and the five themes of geography that we will be studying throughout this year.  These topics are meant to be a guide for your use, but should not limit your research. Please feel free to add other interesting facts that you find. 

Reference Materials: You must use five different resources such as books, encyclopedias, the Internet, magazines (such as National Geographic) and CD encyclopedias.  You may use more than one of the same type of source (example: 3 books), but you must use at least three different types of sources (example: 3 books, plus 1 encyclopedia, plus 1 Internet site) for a total of five resources.  Be sure to include titles of articles, page numbers, volume numbers, copyright date, etc.  

When taking notes, list the source, page numbers, and the titles.  You might want to use index cards for note taking.  You will be turning in your notes for points midway through this project.  (NOTES DUE:  _______________)
